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Foreword 
The 2024 National Population Census Final Figures booklet is a quick and easy way of informing 
everyone about the population of their own areas. These numbers have been finalized after 
extensive checking and editing were carried out. 

Data collectors visited 30,419 geographical census units to collect the census data. The total 
persons that were counted during the census period, starting from Sunday 16th June to October 
2024 was 10,185,363. This includes the Autonomous Region of Bougainville.

2024 Census Final Figures

This report presents the final figures from the 2024 National Population Census for Papua New 
Guinea (PNG). Figures for each region, province, and district are included. 

Census information in this report represents only a selection of topics from the Census. Detailed 
demographic information from the 2024 Census will be released progressively. Detailed analytical 
reports and other products will follow.

The figures in this report show where people were counted at the time of the census. Visitors were 
included at their location at the time of counting. Census reference night was Sunday 16th June 
2024; however, counting extended over to October because of the communication and transport 
difficulties in doing such a large–scale exercise covering the whole country.

The National Statistical Office (NSO) acknowledges the full support of the government of PNG and 
UNFPA, the US Census Bureau, as well as many organizations and individuals who contributed to the 
planning and conduct of the Census. Most of all, we thank the people of PNG for their cooperation 
and participation in this important national event.
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1. PAPUA NEW GUINEA OVERVIEW
	

Papua New Guinea’s population has passed the 10 million mark. The 2024 National Population 		
Census counted 10,185,363 people in PNG on Census night.

This represents an increase of 40% (2,910,039 people) in PNG’s population count since 2011 
(7,275,324)

The average annual growth rate over the past 13 years, since the 2011 Census, was 2.6%.

Annual growth rate since the 2011 Census is higher (3.1%) but is likely to be artificially inflated 
because of non-demographic factors such as higher undercounting in 2000 and improvements to 
the 2011 and 2024 Census coverage methods.

More males than females were counted in PNG on Census night (52.4% and 47.6% of the total 
population, respectively). This represents approximately 110 males to every 100 females.

The average number of people per household was 5 for PNG.

Since the first official census in 1980, five years after independence, there have been an additional 
7.2 million people added from 3.0 million in the last 44 years

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2. PROVINCIAL OVERVIEW

Population Size

Of the 22 provinces that make up PNG, Morobe recorded the highest, nearing a million mark, and 
Eastern Highlands Province with 800,072. Table 1 below shows the population distribution for each 
province.

Population Distribution by Region

PNG is divided into 4 Regions. The Highlands Region (35.7%) has the highest percentage of PNG’s 
population, followed by Momase (27%), then the Southern and Islands Regions.

Population Distribution by Province

At the provincial level, Morobe has the highest percentage (9.8%), followed by Eastern Highlands 
Province (7.9%), Madang (7.5%) and National Capital District (7.4%).
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Sex Ratio

The sex ratio recorded at the national level (more males than females) was reflected in each province. 
Males outnumbered females in all provinces with the National Capital District, Central and Hela 
recording the highest sex ratio of 114 males for every 100 females. West New Britain has a sex ratio of 
113. The sex ratio in all other provinces varied between 104 (East Sepik) and 112 (Northern, Chimbu, 
Morobe, and Madang)

Provincial Growth Rates

The fastest growing provinces (between 2011 and 2024) were Western, National Capital District, 
Milne Bay, and Madang, each recording more than 3% average annual growth rate since 2011.

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4. GENERAL INFORMATION ON THE 2024 CENSUS 

Introduction 

The Papua New Guinea (PNG) National Population Census is the most important national event in the 
calendar of the country every ten years. In the month of June 2024, the 5th National Population Census was 
held. The first full census for the country was in 1980, the second in 1990, followed by the third and fourth in 
2000 and 2011 respectively. 

The importance of the national census cannot be over emphasized. Without accurate population figures, 
all planning and programs risk being ineffective or futile. The Government of PNG through the National 
Executive Council (NEC) Decision No. 81/2019 endorsed the need for the conduct of a National Population 
Census in the year 2020, however due to the global pandemic that affected the country in March 2020, the 
NEC (Decision No.194/2020) approved to defer the conduct of the census to 2021. Subsequently, another 
surge of the COVID 19 cases in April 2021 led to further deferment of the census to the most feasible and 
earlier date being 2024 as endorsed in NEC Decision No. 174/2021.  

The Government through the NEC instructed the National Statistical Office (NSO) to conduct the 5th National 
Population Census in June 2024 with appropriate directions to ministries and departments to help the NSO 
conduct the census. 

Census Questionnaire 

The Census is designed to capture the size of the population, the composition of the population, and the 
distribution of the population at a fixed point in time, important parameters for development planning. 

This information was captured using a census questionnaire comprising of six questions; name, relationship 
to head of household, sex, age, marital status and citizenship. The 2024 Census questionnaire was endorsed 
by the National Census Steering Committee (NCSC) with the focus on ensuring the collection of high quality 
census, instilling confidence in the accuracy and currency of the population count- a key government 
requirement.  

Unlike all previous censuses, the 2024 Census was conducted using the Computer Assisted Personal 
Interview (CAPI) method using the tablets to collect data from respondents in all geographic sectors. 

Census Operations 

The official date for the Census was on 16th June 2024 with counting in most parts of the country conducted 
from the 17th June 2024 to 31st October 2024. Prolonged duration in some parts of the country was due 
to many external factors. A total of 22,000 field officers consisting of interviewers and supervisors were 
trained in May and June 2024 and deployed across the country. As with the previous census, the face to face 
interview method was used nationwide to collect census data. 

Census operations in the provinces was coordinated by 22 provincial census coordinators appointed by 
respective provincial administrations in 2019. They were trained to coordinate specific census activities as 
part of the provincial preparations leading up the main census. Their tasks included updating the Census 
Unit Register, developing provincial budget, facilitating the census recruitment process and coordinating the 
census publicity drive. 

Census Geography 

The census geography is basically a register of all villages, communities, government or mission stations in 
both urban and rural areas placed under their correct wards, LLGs, districts, and provinces. It is established 
almost two years before the main census enumeration as a control to ensure everyone living in the country 
is enumerated on census night, minimizing the chances of double-counting and/or under-counting. It also 
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helps identify areas not covered. It is also useful for the dissemination of the final census results. 

The census covered over 30,000 census units (including villages and communities in urban and rural areas), 
spanning 22 provinces, 98 districts, 369 LLGs, and more than 6,400 wards. 

Data Limitatiion 

The report contains population figures based on where people were counted at census time (Sunday 16th 
June 2024), which may not have been where they usually live. All provinces were visited and successfully 
counted. 

Comparison with other previous censuses should be made with caution because of the differences in the 
operational strategies and coverage, and definition changes which have been progressively implemented at 
censuses since 1966.
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
